.Sermon on the Mount Series: Kingdom Living in Kingdom Hope 

THE GOOD RELATIONSHIPS OF JESUSô KINGDOM DISCIPLES  

(Part 2) 
Matthew 5:33-48 

 

Unless our living goes far beyond outward conformity to Godôs standards, we re-

main outside Godôs kingdom. But kingdom living fills up the true intent of Godôs 

law. Jesus explains this with a series of six contrasts illustrating kingdom right-

eousness in guarding and maintaining good relationships (5:21-48). Today, in Mat-

thew 5:33-48, we examine the last three. They show kingdom living as a truly sur-

passing righteousness at work as salt and light in the world. 

 

I. KINGDOM RIGHTEOUSNESS IN OUR VERBAL INTEGRITY (5:33-37) 

 

   1. It doesnôt look for loopholes to honest speech (33-36) 

 

   2. It speaks truthfully, pure and simple (37) 

 

 

II. KINGDOM RIGHTEOUSNESS IN OUR RESPONSE TO  

     MISTREATMENT (5:38-42) 

 

   1. It returns mistreatment with good (38-41) 

 

 *gracious non-resistance in response to gross insult 

 *unprotective generosity in response to harmful legal confiscation 

 *excelling voluntary help in response to forced service 

 

   2. It returns the imposition of need with an unselfish open hand (42) 

 

 

III. KINGDOM RIGHTEOUSNESS IN OUR TREATMENT OF ENEMIES 

      (5:43-47) 

 

   1. It loves our enemies and prays for our persecutors (43-44) 

 

   2. It seeks to be like our heavenly Father (45a) 

 

   3. It extends love beyond those who reciprocate (46-47) 

 

 

You therefore must be perfect, as your heavenly Father is perfect. (5:48)
